Readings: Dan 7:9-14; Phil 3:17-4:1 and Mt 24:23-31
If the day and the hour of the coming of Christ are known to none save God, then all life must be a
constant preparation for that coming. And, if that is so, there are certain basic sins.

1- To live without watchfulness invites disaster. A thief does not send a letter saying when he is going to
burgle a house; his principal weapon in his nefarious undertakings is surprise; therefore a householder
who has valuables in his house must maintain a constant guard. But to get this picture right, we must
remember that the watching of the Christian for the coming of Christ is not that of terror-stricken fear and
shivering apprehension; it is the watching of eager expectation for the coming of glory and joy.

2- The spirit which leads to disaster is the spirit which says there is plenty of time. It is the comfortable
delusion of the servant that he will have plenty of time to put things to rights before his master returns.
There is a fable which tells of three apprentice devils who were coming to this earth to finish their
apprenticeship. They were talking to Satan, the chief of the devils, about their plans -to tempt and ruin
men. The first said, " I will tell them there is no God." Satan said, "That will not delude many, for
they know that there is a God." The second said, "I will tell them there is no hell." Satan answered," You
will deceive no one that way; men know even now that there is a hell for sin." The third said, "I will tell
men there is no hurry." "Go," said Satan, “and you will ruin them by the thousand." The most
dangerous of all delusions is that there is plenty of time. The most dangerous day in a man's life is
when he learns that there is such a word as tomorrow. There are things which must not be put off, for no
man knows if for him tomorrow will ever come.

3- Rejection is based on failure in duty, and reward is based on fidelity. The servant who fulfilled his duty
faithfully was given a still greater place; and the servant who failed was dealt with in severity. The
inevitable conclusion is that, when he comes, Jesus Christ can find us employed in no better and greater
task than in doing our duty.

Question & Answer (#3)5)

Question #35: Five Ways God Uses Problems

The problems you face will either defeat you or develop you -depending on how you respond to them.
Unfortunately, most people fail to see how God wants to use problems for good in our lives. Here are five ways
God wants to use the problems in your life:

1. God uses problems to DIRECT you. Sometimes God must light a fire under you to get you moving.
Problems often point us in a new direction and motivate us to change. Is God trying to get your attention?
“Trust in the Lord with all your heart; and lean not unto your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge
him, and he will direct your paths” (Proverbs 3:5-6).

2. God uses problems to INSPECT you. People are like tea bags... if you want to know what’s inside
them, just drop them into hot ever water! Has God tested your faith with a problem? What do problems reveal
about you? “When you have many kinds of troubles, you should be full of joy, because you know that these
troubles test your faith, and this will give you patience” (James 1:2-3).

3. God uses problems to CORRECT you. Some lessons we learn only through pain and failure. It’s
likely that as a child your parents told you not to touch a hot stove. But you probably learned by being burned.
Sometimes we only learn the value of something by losing it. “It is good for me that I have been afflicted; that I
might learn your statutes” (Psalm 119:72).

4. God uses problems to PROTECT you. A problem can be a blessing in disguise if it prevents you from
being harmed by something more serious. Last year a friend was fired for refusing to do something unethical
that his boss had asked him to do. His unemployment was a problem -but it saved him from being convicted and
sent to prison a year later when management’s actions were eventually discovered. “You intended to harm me,
but God intended it for good” (Genesis 50:20).

5. God uses problems to PERFECT you. Problems, when responded to correctly, are character builders.
God is far more interested in your character than your comfort. Your relationship to God and your character are
the only two things you’re going to take with you into eternity. “We can rejoice when we run into problems...
they help us learn to be patient. And patience develops strength of character in us and helps us trust God more
each time we use it until finally our hope and faith are strong and steady” (Romans 5:3-4).

Here’s the point: God is at work in your life -even when you don’t recognize it or understand it. But it’s
so much easier when you surrender to his plan for your life.

It is never easy going through life’s hurts and difficulties. There are many ways that Jesus will bring a
conclusion to the brokenness that a person carries. Jesus has good ears; He can hear even the tiniest whisper in
your heart, that you need help. He honors that deep request from within your personal life. Please take the first
step and bring your pain to Him. You have nothing to fear from Him. Jesus is good at healing. “They carried to
Him all those afflicted with various diseases and racked with pain: the possessed, the lunatics, the paralyzed. He
cured them all” (Matthew 4:24).

Wisdom: why women cry?

God said: "When I made the woman, she had to be special. I made her shoulders strong enough to carry the
weight of the world, yet gentle enough to give comfort. I gave her an inner strength to endure childbirth and the
rejection that many times comes from her children. I gave her a hardness that allows her to keep going when
everyone else gives up, and take care of her family through sickness and fatigue without complaining. I gave
her the sensitivity to love her children under any and all circumstances, even when her child has hurt her very
badly. I gave her strength to carry her husband through his faults and fashioned her from his rib to protect his
heart. I gave her wisdom to know that a good husband never hurts his wife, but sometimes tests her strengths
and her resolve to stand beside him unfalteringly. And finally, I gave her a tear to shed. This is hers exclusively
to use whenever it is needed." "You see my son," said God, "the beauty of a woman is not in the clothes she
wears, the figure that she carries, or the way she combs her hair. The beauty of a woman must be seen in her
eyes, because that is the doorway to her heart - the place where love resides."

Story: Let the Music out

beautiful decorations for spring. Dressed in their finest clothes, people filled the streets. On festival day,
Salvator and Julio planned to go to the cathedral where they would play and sing in the crowded plaza.

"Would you like to come with us?" they called to Antonio, who sat on his stoop whittling on a piece of
wood. "Who cares if you can't sing? We'd like to have you come with us anyway."

As they walked along, Antonio kept thinking about their
remark about his not being able to sing. It made him cry in his heart, because he loved music as much as they
did, even if his voice did squeak a little.

When they arrived at the plaza, Julio began to play the violin while Salvator sang with his melodious
voice. People stopped to listen, and most of them left a coin or two for the shabbily dressed boys. An elderly
man stepped out from the crowd. He complimented them and placed a shiny coin into Salvator's hand. He was
quickly lost in the milling crowd.

Salvator opened his hand and gasped, "Look! It's a gold coin." He clenched it between his teeth to make
sure. All three boys were excited and passed the coin back and forth, examining it. They all agreed that it was a
real gold piece.

"But he can well afford it," said Julio. "You know, he's the great Amati."

Antonio asked sheepishly, "And who is Amati? Why is he so great?"
Both boys laughed as they said, "You've never heard of Amati?"
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"Of course he hasn't," said Julio. "He knows nothing about music makers. He has a squeaky voice and is just a
whittler of wood." Julio went on, "For your information, Antonio, Amati happens to be a great violin maker,
probably the best in all of Italy or even the entire world, and he even lives here in our city."

As Antonio walked home that evening, his heart was very heavy. It seemed that he had been laughed at
too often for his squeaky voice and his whittling. So, very early the next morning, Antonio left his home,
carrying his precious whittling knife. His pockets were stuffed with some of the things he had made—a pretty
bird, a flute, several statues and a small boat. He was determined to find the home of the great Amati.

Eventually, Antonio found the house and gently knocked on the front door. When a servant opened it,
the great master heard Antonio's squeaky voice and came to see what he wanted so early in the morning.

"I brought these for you to see, sir," replied Antonio, as he emptied his pockets of the assortment of
items that he had carved. "I hope you will look at these and tell me if I have enough talent to learn how to make
violins, too."

Amati carefully picked up and examined each piece, and invited Antonio into his house. "What is
your name?" he asked. "Antonio, sir," he squeaked.

"And why do you want to make violins?" inquired Amati, now quite serious.

Impulsively Antonio blurted, "Because I love music, but I cannot sing with a voice that sounds like a
squeaky door hinge. You heard how good my friends are yesterday in front of the cathedral. I, too, want to
make music come alive."

Leaning forward and looking Antonio in the eyes, Amati said, "The thing that matters most is the song
in the heart.

For the rest of life, Antonio Stradivari made violins—more than 1,100 of them—trying to make each
one better and more beautiful than the one before. Anyone who owns a Stradivarius violin owns a treasure, a
masterpiece of art.

We may not be able to sing, play, whittle or make a violin, but if we really want to, we will find a way to
let the music out of our hearts and to praise God with it.
